Accessible transcript of the CNIB Digital Library Demo

6:00 minute video
Narrator: Welcome to the CNIB Digital Library. The information gateway for Canadians living with vision loss and other print disabilities.
Visual: Pictures of people reading appear in the following sequence: an older woman using headphones, a man using a digital book player and headphones, a little girl and her mother reading a tactile book, and a young man using a computer with a braille display.

Narrator: “The CNIB Digital Library will make a huge contribution to the quality of my life.” “Cette bibliothèque ne dort jamais” It’s the Library that never sleeps.
Visual: The text of the quotations appears. 

Narrator: Here’s how it works. Just enter the address and here we go.
JAWS: www.cnib.ca/cdl
Visual: The text of the web address appears.
Narrator: This is a bilingual library, with materials and services available in both official languages. 
Visual: A screen capture of the login page in French 

Narrator: Copyright issues mean you need a user name and password to get in. 
JAWS says: star star star star star star
Visual: The English login page appears, and the user name jean.martin appears in the user name box. Six asterix are typed into the password box
Narrator: Guests can also explore the CNIB Digital Library. On the Login page, select Search the library as a guest [spoken by JAWS]. As a guest, you will be able to access the catalogue and most other pages - just not the content, which is password protected. 
Visual: A screen capture of the login page and a picture of an older woman and her daughter appear. A red arrow points to the “Search the Library as a guest” link.

Narrator: This is the home page …where you can find recommended reading and search the CNIB Library catalogue. [Spoken by JAWS] Harry Potter

Visual: A screen shot of the home page appears. The words Harry Potter are typed into the search box when JAWS say “Harry Potter”.  
Narrator: Your search for Harry Potter shows over fifty results. Items available in English and in French, on CD, in braille, and in described video.
Visual: A screen capture of part of the search results for Harry Potter. A photograph of two DAISY CDs, a braille book, and a descriptive video appear. 

Narrator: Books are also available online in audio, electronic text and electronic braille.
Visual: Screen captures of simulated braille, a page of electronic text and book playing in Windows Media Player appear.
Narrator: Readers can order anything from the library catalogue, straight from the user-friendly website. To order a book in audio or braille for delivery by mail, just select the “add it to your book bag” link and then place a hold on it from the book bag page. The book will be sent at no charge through Canada Post.
Visual: A screen capture shows a list of search results with the link “Add this item to your book bag” highlighted. Next, a screen capture of the “Your Book Bag” page appears with a red arrow pointing to the “Place a hold on this item”. A photo of a DAISY book in a bright yellow envelope appears. 
Narrator: Now it’s not only possible to keep up with the news, it’s actually easy. Newspapers are posted at the time of publication – over 50 local, national, and international papers are available online.

Narrator: The CNIB Digital Library is also the access point for thousands of magazines and important reference tools, such as dictionaries and encyclopedias.
Visual: A screen capture of the list of magazines appears followed by images of the covers of Readers’ Digest, Canadian Geographic and Maclean’s. Then, a screen capture of the Canadian Student Research Centre search page appears.
Narrator: What’s more, our Guide to Finding Books Online can help you find other sources of accessible content – both free and paid. 
Visual: A screen capture of the Guide to Finding Books Online with the logos for Bookshare, Read How You Want and Simply Audio Books.

Narrator: Our quarterly online newsletter, Digital Times, engages readers with articles about new titles, quick tips, and polls. 
Visual: A screen capture of the February 2009 edition of Digital Times with an image of the cover of the Book of Negroes, the Bookshare logo and the Canada Reads logo.
Narrator: [Spoken by JAWS] The CNIB Digital Library …was designed in collaboration with people that use adaptive technology such as screen readers and refreshable braille displays, to make sure that all of its features are accessible.
Visual: A photo of a young man using a screen reader and a braille display appears and then the focus narrows to show a close-up of his braille display.

Narrator: Personal preferences are also front and centre.
Visual: A screen capture of the Profile and Preferences page appears with a screen capture of the list of formats to the right side of the image. The English DAISY audio book on CD option is checked. 

Narrator: Change the contrast or layout of your screen to meet your needs. The screen shot of the home page changes from black text on a white background to white text on a black background.
Visual: A screen capture of the home page with a black background with white text. 

Narrator: Choose from among a range of filters, so that every search of the CNIB Digital Library is as detailed as you want. 
Visual: A screen capture of the Advanced Search page with the words Formats, Language and Age Level appearing on the right side of the image.

Narrator: Children have their own space… The Children’s Discovery Portal. Sponsored by Microsoft Canada, it is a world first for children who are living with vision loss.
Visual: A boy in a green t-shirt appears followed by the Children’s Discovery Portal logo and then the Microsoft Canada Community Programs logo. 

Narrator: Peppered with cool sounds for children who are blind and with colourful graphics for those with low vision, the site is designed to be, above all, a lot of fun.
Visual: Colourful graphics taken from the Children’s Discovery Portal appear, including a toucan and the faces of kids. 
Narrator: This is the Children’s Discovery Portal home page.
Visual: A screen capture of the home page of the Children’s Discovery Portal. 

Narrator: Online polls and questions encourage children to form – and express – their opinions. [JAWS says] Tell us about the spookiest book you’ve ever read! Devil’s Island.
Visual: A screen capture of a poll appears. The text of the poll says “If you didn’t have to live in an ordinary house, what kind of house would you like to live in? The answers are tree house, submarine or a house made of ice and snow. Then another screen captures appears with the question “Tell us about the spookiest book you’ve ever read” image of the speak out page appears. Devil’s Island appears in the answer space. 
Narrator: A children’s site wouldn’t be complete without an online game or two, and the Children’s Discovery Portal does not disappoint. Dr. Wacky! Crazy Concerto!
Visual: A screen capture of the games page appears. Next, a screen capture of the game Dr. Wacky appears. Then, a screen capture of the game Crazy Concerto appears.
Narrator: For the ultimate challenge, children meet online to play Dreadnaught, a version of the classic game “Battleship” – with a few more bells and whistles. [Sound effects from the game follow.] 

Visual: The Dreadnought logo appears and then is replaced by a screen capture of the game Dreadnought. 

Narrator: On-line chat is a powerful feature, bringing together children from across the country. For many, it is the first opportunity to meet other children living with vision loss.
Visual: A map of Canada with several x’s representing some of the many places from which kids can participate in chat. Across the top of the map three images of children appear: a boy using a talking book, a girl reading braille and a girl using a computer with enlarged text. 

Narrator: All chats are moderated, and all children use code names of their own choosing. This is the children’s very own space and they can talk about anything they want. The chat box screen appears with icons for two children’s nicknames. [JAWS says] Jellybeans says “Have you read the latest Harry Potter?” Tiger says “I’m reading it right now. It’s really good.” 
Visual: An image of the chat interface appears. The conversation appears in text as it is spoken by JAWS.

Narrator: The Children’s Discovery Portal is also a child’s springboard to the CNIB Digital Library. [A brief except from the book Alligator Pie plays]

Visual: A screen capture of the e-magazines page appears with a red arrow pointing toward the “library” link. Then, a screen capture of the search results for the book Alligator Pie appears. A screen capture of Windows Media Player and an image of the cover of Alligator Pie appear on the right. 
Narrator: Young readers can even use the website to email our librarians for research help with school assignments.
Visual: A screen capture of the Homework Help page appears along with a brief description of the Canadian Student Research Centre taken from the homework help page.

Narrator: Now children living with vision loss have access to digital information, to fun, and to each other, just like every other child in the Information Age.
Visual: A photo of a young girl looking upwards with the word “dream” above her in print and simulated braille. Below her is the web address www.cnib.ca/cdlkids. 

Narrator: Whether you want instant access to a thriller, the headlines in your local newspaper, or help with your homework, the CNIB Digital Library delivers.
Visual: Photographs of people reading appear in the following sequence: an older woman using headphones, a man using a digital book player and headphones, a little girl and her mother reading a tactile book, and a young man using a computer with a braille display.

Narrator: Losing your sight does not mean giving up the pleasure of reading, life-long learning, and your independence.
