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Instructions for Quantum Oral Talking Thermometers MED-021-329-0000 (oF scale) and MED-021-329-0001 (0C scale).
Getting to know your thermometer:

The thermometer has two slightly raised, oval-shaped buttons on the front, one above the small liquid crystal display and one below it. The top button makes the thermometer talk, and the lower button switches the unit on and off. The thermometer also has a power-saving feature that will switch it off after 8 minutes if neither button have been pressed in that time.
The thermometer is supplied with a convenient holster, which can be mounted on any vertical surface with a pin or small screw by using the mounting hole at the top of the holster. The thermometer slides into the holster where it is held securely but is easily removed by gently pulling it out.

Using the thermometer:

Hygiene:

The unit can be used for oral, underarm or rectal measurement when used with normal, appropriate measures of hygiene. The unit should be washed before and after use with warm soapy water and sanitized with a cloth containing Isopropyl Alcohol; do not immerse the unit in any liquid.
Oral usage:

Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.

Press the power ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep and speak, “Ready” and the display will show a degree symbol and the letter F for the Fahrenheit model and the letter C for the Celsius model. The unit will continue to beep softly every few seconds to remind you it is ready to be used.
Place the tip of the thermometer into the back of the mouth and place it securely under the tongue. Hold the outer end of the unit in place with your hand and do not move around it in the mouth. The thermometer will beep every 5 seconds to confirm it is still sensing your temperature. When it finishes sensing it will beep and speak, “Your body temperature is” and supply the sensed temperature. The reading will also remain in the display until it powers down or until you press the ON/OFF button. 

You may wish to keep the thermometer in your mouth for a few more seconds, to ensure the unit is sensing the highest temperature of your body. 

You may recall the final reading by pressing the Talking button. The unit will beep 3 times and repeat the same phrase and reading, and will then do so again immediately.

Turn off the unit by pressing the ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep twice to signal it is shutting down. You can view the most recent reading for 3 seconds when you next turn on the thermometer, but it will not speak the previous reading; using the thermometer again will delete a previous reading.
Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.

Rectal usage:

Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.

Press the power ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep and speak, “Ready” and the display will show a degree symbol and the letter F for the Fahrenheit model and the letter C for the Celsius model. The unit will continue to beep softly every few seconds to remind you it is ready to be used.

Lubricate the end of the unit with a water soluble jelly or other appropriate lubricant; never use a petroleum-based lubricant such as Vaseline.

The fetal position is best, with the person lying on their side and the knees drawn up towards the chest. Gently insert only the tip of the unit into the rectum to a depth of ½ inch or 12 mm. Do not proceed if you encounter resistance or the person feels pain or discomfort.

You may recall the final reading by pressing the Talking button. The unit will beep 3 times and repeat the same phrase and reading, and will then do so again immediately.

Turn off the unit by pressing the ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep twice to signal it is shutting down. You can view the most recent reading for 3 seconds when you next turn on the thermometer, but it will not speak the previous reading; using the thermometer again will delete a previous reading.

Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.

Underarm method:

This method is less accurate and takes more time but is useful for babies and very small children.

Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.

Press the power ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep and speak, “Ready” and the display will show a degree symbol and the letter F for the Fahrenheit model and the letter C for the Celsius model. The unit will continue to beep softly every few seconds to remind you it is ready to be used.

Make certain the armpit area is dry and place the tip upwards onto the skin in the centre of the armpit area. Close the arm against the body and firmly hold the opposite end of the thermometer in your hand until the thermometer signals it has reached a stable temperature and speaks a result.

You may recall the final reading by pressing the Talking button. The unit will beep 3 times and repeat the same phrase and reading, and will then do so again immediately.

Turn off the unit by pressing the ON/OFF button once; the unit will beep twice to signal it is shutting down. You can view the most recent reading for 3 seconds when you next turn on the thermometer, but it will not speak the previous reading; using the thermometer again will delete a previous reading.

Wash and sanitize the unit as described above.
Replacing a battery:

The thermometer uses one CR2025 Lithium battery. It is accessed by removing the battery holder. Undo the screw on the back of the unit by using a very small Phillips screwdriver. Phillips screws have a cross-shaped depression in the screw’s head. The screw is located ¾ of an inch, or 20mm, below the top of the unit on the back and in the centre; do retain this very small screw safely.
Remove the battery holder at the top of the unit by pulling the top of unit up and away from the main casing. Pry out the battery and replace it with the new battery with its positive (flat) end downwards and the negative (slightly domed) end towards you. 
Reverse the previous steps to replace the battery holder and to insert and tighten the Phillips screw.

Any Problems?
The thermometer’s sound volume will decrease and the display may become inoperative if the battery needs replacement.
