Users’ instructions for Quantum Talking Watches types TIM-141-325-3410 and TIM-142-325-3410
Getting to know the watch:

The watch has a liquid crystal display (LCD) in the centre that displays the time, the status of the alarm and automatic hourly announcement settings. The watch is shipped with a protective plastic shield on the display, which should be peeled off before using the watch. Around the perimeter of the case are 4 buttons that are used when setting the clock or requesting a spoken time update. The location of the buttons and their functions are described in detail later. Here is a brief overview:

1. Button 1 is at 2 o’clock; it prompts an actual time report and snoozes the alarm.

2. Button 2 is at 4 o’clock and is used in setting the time, stopping the alarm and turning the automatic hourly announce off or on.

3. Button 3 is at 8 o’clock and is used in setting the time and also stops the alarm.

4. Button 4 is at 10 o’clock and turns the alarm on and off and puts the clock into setting mode for the time or alarm. 
 Setting the current time and alarms:
1. Setting the current time:

When the watch is in the normal time display mode, push button 4 (at 10 o’clock) twice quickly. The watch will make a beep at the first push and a gong sound after the second push; the display will flash for 5 seconds. During this 5-second period, push buttons 2 and 3 – at 4 o’clock and 8 o’clock- to set the hours and minutes, respectively. As you press the buttons the clock will report back audibly the settings and a PM indicator will show up in the display if you choose an afternoon or evening setting time. When you reach the desired setting let go and the watch will make a gong sound and speak the actual time; the display will flash briefly. Press button 4 three times more; the watch will make 3 gong sounds and resume its normal display mode.
2. Setting the alarm time:
Starting from the regular time display mode, press button 4 three times and the watch will make one beep sound and two gong sounds. The display will show the current alarm time, or its 12:00 default setting, then flash for a few seconds and a icon marked “AL” will appear in the centre of the display. Use buttons 2 and 3 to advance the minutes and hours, respectively; the watch will announce the new values as they change. Continue until the desired value is established.
When the alarm time is as you wish then press button 4 once more; the watch will return to time display mode.
3. Turning the alarm on and off:

While the watch is in normal time display mode, press button 4 once only. The watch will beep and a small bell icon will appear in the display. You may turn off the alarm by pressing button 4 three more times: the watch will make 4 gong sounds and the bell icon will disappear.
4. “Snoozing” the alarm:
Snooze the alarm for 10 minutes while it is sounding by pressing button 1.
5. Silencing the alarm: 
To stop the alarm but leave it set to sound at the same time tomorrow, press either button 2 or 3 while the alarm is sounding.
Selecting whether or not to have hourly announcement of the time:
While the watch is in the normal time display mode, press button 2 once. The watch will make a gong sound and a small sound icon will appear at the top of the display. You can turn off the feature when the watch is in normal display mode by pressing button 2 once more. The watch will make a gong sound and the small sound icon will disappear.
Replacing the batteries:

The watch’s sound volume will decrease and the display may become inoperative if the batteries need replacement. Replacing the one CR2016 battery requires removing the stainless steel rear cover, which is held in place by four small Phillips screws, the type with crosses in the heads. Most jewelers will undertake the work but instructions are included below if you want to tackle the task yourself.
Remove the cover, keeping it and the 4 screws safely. There is a round, white plastic cover over the battery. Peel off the cover and retain it. The battery is held in place by a thin metal strap that is located by one Phillips screw at each end. 

Remove the screws and the strap. Lift out the battery and place a new battery in the same place. Reposition the metal strap and screw the two Phillips screws home. Place the round plastic cover on the battery and replace the back of the watch, taking care that the hole in the back faces towards the part of the strap that has holes, and not towards the end with the catch. Replace the 4 screws that hold the back of the watch and test the watch; remember to reset all of the time and others settings that will have been lost when the battery was removed.
